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What is a Reading Circle?

* A Reading Circle is a classroom instructional
student led strategy when students work in
small, heterogeneous groups to discuss and
critique what they have read.

* |t connects all aspects of literacy.
e Students read at home or in class.

* (Anderson & Corbett, 2008).



What does this method develop?

* Collaborative skills (shared responsibility =
everyone has to work);

* Reading, speaking, listening, writing skills;
* Language: vocabulary, grammar, spelling;

* Higher order thinking skills;

* Critical thinking;

* Creativity;

* Emotional intelligence / values;
* Self-directed learning;



How does it work?

e Students work in small groups (4-6 students).
e Students read short stories / books / articles, etc.

* Usually each story / book / etc. is divided in
several parts.



1 story is covered in 6 lessons
(=6 weeks)

e 2) part 2

e 3) part 3

e 4) part 4

* 5) discussion lesson
* 6) test



How does it work?

Each student has a different role in a group:

— Discussion leader — is the leader, asks questions,

— Summarizer — retells the plot, describes characters
— Connector — makes connections with real-life events

— Word master - finds new words, makes vocabulary
exercises

— Culture collector — looks for cultural similarities and
differences

— Passage person — finds important / interesting /
powerful / difficult parts in the text

Read and look for connections (at least 2) between the story and
the world outside:

1 Events — has anything similar happened to you or somebody else?

2 Characters — do any of them remind you of people you know?
How? Have you had the same thoughts or feelings as the characters?

— Ask the group to think of any connections, as well.

3 find a quote(s) that are interesting for the plot, or that explain the
characters, or that have very interesting or powerful language. You
might choose a quote because it is important, informative,
surprising, funny, confusing, well-written, etc.

— Read the quote to your group.

— Ask the group two questions about the quote. .

* 2) presentations
